Section 2: The Kent Downs National Landscape: An Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty 

The Kent Downs National Landscape is a designated Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB) - a protected landscape recognised for its scenic beauty, wildlife, and cultural heritage. The Kent Downs National Landscape is the body responsible for helping care for and manage the AONB, ensuring it is conserved, enhanced, and enjoyed for generations to come.
Spanning from Dover in the east to Sevenoaks in the west, the Kent Downs National Landscape AONB covers around 878 square kilometres of countryside. It includes a mix of habitats and geological features, from dramatic chalk cliffs and rolling downland, to ancient woodlands, dry valleys, and historic orchards. These special features, along with the network of villages, lanes, and historic sites, make the Kent Downs a truly unique part of Kent.

We are responsible as ‘controller’ of that personal information for the purposes of those laws. Our Data Protection Officer is Benjamin Watts.

The personal information we collect and use
Information collected by us
In the course of responding to consultations published by Kent County Council we collect the following personal information when you provide it to us:
· responses to engagement and consultation questionnaires or surveys 
· equality data collected through questionnaire response - age, disability, gender reassignment, pregnancy or maternity, race, religion or belief, sex, sexual orientation and caring responsibilities
· employment and education details
· postcode. 
We ask you not to provide information that will identify you in your response in this questionnaire or survey. 
You do not need to submit any equality or postcode information if you do not want to. KCC is committed to the principle that all our customers have the right to equality and fairness in the way they are treated and in the services that they receive. Any information you do give will be used to see if there are any differences in views for different groups of people. Equality monitoring data collected through questionnaires or surveys may be used for monitoring so we can see which communities we are reaching and then put actions in place to reach other groups that are relevant to the engagement or consultation activity.



We will not ask you to provide your name, email or full home address. If you provide this information, it will not be entered into spreadsheets or databases used to process response data and will not be used in producing reports. We will follow our Data

We would do this using geodemographic segmentation tools. We do not make any decisions about individual service users based solely on automated processing, including profiling.
